The direct and effective communi-
cation and the constant response of the Greek State and its services to all Hellenes, men and women
around the world is an indisputable duty that ought to be ensured on the part of the Greek state,
moreover as facilitated by modern technology.

The right to vote, the sacrosanct right of the Greek Diaspora to active and co-decision, to plan and
design of Hellenism's pathway simply cannot remain a void constitutional provision lacking practical
arrangements. It is our duty to guarantee an express route and a best practice for its implementation.
A necessary and appropriate term towards the aforementioned materialization arrangement, as well as
towards every other policy materialization concerning the Hellenes residing abroad is the top priority
of a comprehensive and meticulous CENSUS OF OUR COMPATRIOTS AROUND THE WORLD.

1t is our duty to preserve our National Duty s memoir and we recognize this duty by our words
and deeds. The Unity of Hellenism is our constant objective and pursuit. At every harsh turning
point in our history, the attraction force of our National Center towards the Greek Diaspora is max-
imized, when our internal unity, our national and social cohesion are maximized and valued as well.

To this end, our Committee, adopting a frame of common understanding, cooperation and con-
sensus, without abolishing particularities, or the individual nature and diversity of parties and per-
sons, has undertaken constructive initiatives towards beneficial national competition, oriented
towards offering, to replace the existing everyday detrimental rivalry among collectives and coop-
eratives active in both public and private space.

ROADMAP OF ACTIONS
SPECIAL PERMANENT COMMITTEE
ON GREEKS ABROAD

Following detailed discussions during our first Committee sittings on November 3 and 19,
2015 we have unanimously and in unison agreed over the following goals and objectives, which
will serve as compass and navigator of our Committee’s actions and initiatives.

Listed below are the Thematic Subcommittees responsible for the elaboration, introduction

and materialization of the following goals and objectives, with the participation of all our col-
leagues-members of our Committee.

GOAL SETTING

1. Drawing up of a national strategy for Diaspora within a spirit of common under-
standing, cooperation and consensus, on the basis of democratic principles, humanism
and multiculturalism.

2. Census- record ( quantitative and qualitative data) of the Greek Diaspora, on the ini-
tiative of the Ministry for Foreign Affairs and Greek Consulates, with the cooperation
of the Hellenic Statistical Authority (ELSTAT).

3. Strengthening and further supporting existing institutions and bonds be tween the
Diaspora and our National Center; as well as developing new institutions and bonds
on the basis of mutual interests. Strengthening their capacity to maximize utility and
impact in their country of residence via mutually beneficial initiatives, actions and
interventions. W.H.I.A., World Council of Hellenes Abroad, Networking of Politicians,
Scientists, Artists or Businessmen.

4. Preservation and strengthening of the Greek National identity in reception countries,
with a simultaneous dynamic integration of Hellenes abroad in new homeland’s life-
INTERCULTURAL EDUCATION.

5. DIASPORA EDUCATION-GREEK LANGUAGE CONSOLIDATION AND PROMO-
TION - CULTURE. Utilization of University Departments, as well as Greek Language
Institutions-Centers in Greece and abroad.

6. PRIORITIZING THE FIELD OF ECONOMY aiming at attracting small and large in-
vestments in Greece, on the part of Hellenes residing abroad/expatriates (ranging
from holiday/summer residence construction to public estate utilization via investing
projects)- Tax motives for repatriation.

7. Transparency, control and cost-effective initiatives ( cost-benefit ratio) by the Com-
mittee, for avoiding unwholesome phenomena of the past.

8. Tackling bureaucracy and maladministration through the operation of Citizen Service
Centers for Diaspora, aiming at alleviating distress and inconvenience caused to Hel-
lenes residing abroad ( ranging from passport or driver’s license issuing to investment
materialization).

Setting up an inter-ministerial structure towards the comprehensive integration of
current government policy and the avoidance of fractional policies and incoherent
policy measures (for example the model of the Republic of Cyprus which had ap-
pointed a Commissioner from the municipality as Coordinator of all Government Ac-
tions for expatriates).

Enhancing supporting of satellite ERTSAT, the Voice of Greece and ERT3, aiming at
mutual information and briefing between Diaspora-National Center, as well as uti-
lization of Diaspora media-General secretariat for Briefing.

Immediate and targeted response to brain-drain-the new migration wave of young
scientists, caused by austerity policies. Our Motherland has been defeated, as failing
to keep at home and provide employment to new scientists. A second defeat must be
avoided and the Motherland-Diaspora relationship must be kept alive ( fulfilling
Greek Education needs of their children).

DIASPORA VOTE. An issue calling for a special sitting following meticulous elaboration.
‘Who, where, how they vote-DIASPORA PARTICIPATION IN NATIONAL PARLIAMENT.

Article 51 par4 of the Greek Constitution “Parliamentary elections shall be held simul-

taneously throughout the State. Matters pertaining to the exercise of the right to vote by
persons living outside the Country may be specified by law adopted by a majority of two-

thirds of the total number of Members of Parliament. Concerning such persons, the principle
of simultaneously holding elections does not impede the exercise of their right to vote by

postal vote or by other appropriate means, provided that the counting of votes and the an-
nouncement of the results is carried out when this is also carried out across the Country.
