The Program “Routes in Teaching Greek as a Second/Foreign Language” is
recognized as a distance training program (Government Gazette 862/Issue B/ 8-
4-2014) and provides a 450-hour certified specialization in teaching Greek as a
second/foreign language.

Trainees who successfully complete the program can work in public and pnvate
institutions worldwide (indicatively, teaching centers, schools, universities and

research institutes) that specialize in teaching Greek as a second/foreign language.
